All programs each student’s total tuition X % each individual registration.

The purpose of the non—-refundable deposit is to guarantee the student’s place and obligate the full payment of the school tuition.

Parents are encouraged to enroll themselves for the program/s with their children but it is optional (except parents with children under 4).

(Separate registration for parents is required. student’s tuition X 4 = parent’s tuition— This discount is applicable only when there

are minimum of five registered regular students in the class.)

Any non-refundable deposit will be credited against tuition, but it will not be refunded in case the application is withdrawn.

A $30 non—refundable registration fee is required for all programs and must accompany each individual registration.

A $25 discount will be applied to the total tuition if the payment is received during the pre—registration time period or two weeks

(14 days) before the first class of the new program.

A $5 (per—day, including weekend) late fee will be applied if tuition payment received after the first week of the program.

For each new student, there is a non—-refundable $70 (must have/ for daily text and work sheets), $25 (must have/for 2 CDs and 1

work book) and $20 (optional/ for a set of flash—card and teaching manual— highly recommended for families with young children.).

For each return student, there is a non—-refundable $40 (must have/ for daily text and work sheets)

All tuition must be paid in full by the end of the first week of the school. (Unless different payment plans are granted by the director.)

After an application has been accepted, no refund or fees will be made for absence, failure to attend during the full term of

enrollment, delayed attendance at camp, withdrawal, or dismissal.

Champion Chinese Language Institute reserves the right to dismiss a student whose presence is detrimental to the school.

All language programs focus on the building of dynamic learning skills and a solid foundation of using traditional phonetic sounding

symbols (Zhuyin/BoPoMo) as major media to quickly help students learn and master both Zhuyin and Romanized Pinyin systems. This

helps students start sounding out Chinese characters and reading both pre-Mao and post-Mao Chinese materials.

Most pre—-Mao and many post-Mao Chinese materials, including present modern and all classic Chinese materials (5000 years of

ancient Chinese civilization), are written and printed in traditional characters and most of them have been annotated with

Zhuyin/BoPoMo symbols. China’s simplified version materials (present to 1956— 50 years materials) are written and printed in

simplified characters and annotated only with Pinyin symbols.

Students using Champion Chinese Program can master either one or both the sounding systems in about two to six hours.

Students or students’ family members need to be supervised by their parents or family guardian when using the school playground.

Parents and the family guardian will be fully responsible for the safety of their children and school students.

Beside the daily practical communicational materials, we will also use modern literatures and classical materials (such as ancient

poems, the Three Character Classic, Confucius’ Analects, and other materials) as the media to help our students fully understand not

only the oral language (Mandarin) but the rich philosophies, history, beliefs and culture of both modern and ancient Chinese people.
